In 
each place of business, counseling is provided by in-house 
occupational health nurses, medical nurses and external 
counselors to maintain and promote mental health.

In addition, all Group companies use our Quality System 
Global Standards, which incorporate quality improvement 
with rules and know-how to ensure quality.
